1. Richard Bradley, President since January1, 2004, resigned because of the stress of work and travel. Dr. Duffy will assume the role as he did when Mr. Bradley was conspicuously absent at the Gold Medal Award ceremony June 9.

2. The legal case against David Shamer was reviewed. The recognized dates:

October 25, United Check Cashing Co. sued us for $10,000 in court for checks written by Shamer

January 27, 2005 The first hearing on the case being brought against him, Met Asst. Dist. Attorney Alvarez

April 11
He was arraigned in court with his attorney. He pleaded guilty and wished to pay restitution via ARD [method for compensation, better than jail and small payment per month]

July 11
Date for formal acceptance of the terms. Ed Malka wrote a letter requiring at lease $31,000 in terms that are non-negotiable.

August 11
Final due date.

3. Ed Malka’s Impression of the needs for our office. He felt that the space was definitedly too limited. As a result I talked with Miriam Schaeffer, the CFO of CHF. She stated that the office on the fifth floor would have to be the same since space is “definitely limited.” Other means will have to be found to expand the office. We have a lot of empty file cases in storage in Alexandria, Virginia.

4. The status of The Chemist—Jeff Hurst


Two issues of The Chemist have now been put on the Internet, one in December of last year and now one in May, both 

only in the electronic form. We must make sure that The Chemist is accessible to all of our members. Jeff is current ly exploring the means for getting hard copies to the our members that do not have access via the internet.

5.  The Status of the Certification Program—Paul Mills

Paul gave a fine presentation at the June 10 meeting. This power point is available to anyone upon request and will be in The Chemist in near future. Paul has also done a superb job of visiting the Storage area in Alexandria, Virginia, and inventorying all the seventy off boxes and files in there. These need to be accessed for their usefulness. 

6. The Financial Condition of the Institute

All of our bills have been paid and we have $6000 left in the bank to pay for Vincent Savage’s full time salary.

The Bank of America has been paid down to $14,000. Kerry Ward is paying monthly fees from our checking account. She tells me that if we pay off the debt for six months in a row, we will be taken off the delinquency list and be in good gratuitous with Bank of America. She is being promoted and will be leaving our account. A Jim Rohrer will be taking her place. 

Vince will initiate the second round of invoices the last week in July. So far, we have had 1400 who have paid their dues out of approximately 2200 Fellows and Members of all designations.

7. The Goals of the Institute


A. Since it has been about a year since the Institute faced catastrophy and possible bankruptcy, we have been lax 

 in assembling and resetting out goals. At the meeting of the Council of Scientific Society Presidents in May, I talked with the President of CSSP, Dr. Martin Apple. He recommended that we contact the the Burke Group in Washington DC and renew or re-establish our goals. Since we are still in financial stress, he has agreed with the Burke’s to do this pro bono. I plan to check this out before the end of August.

B. We really need an Executive Director. This will be discussed with the Burke Group. As an interesting side

light, Marty Apple pointed out that he used to be a member of AIC and would like to rejoin. I am in the process of accepting his re-application.

C. We need to revitalize the local institutes.

D. We need to clarify the techniques used in out fabulous Student Award Program. Vince spent most of his time
